Arnoldine Mission Trip-Zimbabwe, Africa

Thank you to the SUMC Mission Team for sponsoring the Arnoldine Mission Trip during the month of May.
On July 16th, nine members of SUMC will be traveling to Zimbabwe, Africa to do work with our Living Beyond Hope
partner Arnoldine School. During this trip we will help install a WiFi system and solar panels, do school maintenance
and help finish apartments for traveling medical care workers.
